The
session consists of classroom lectures, physical training, defensive tactics, police demonstrations
as well as obstacle course exercises. At the end of the day, the youth have a greater
understanding and respect for the members of the Police Department.

“Building relationships between young adults and the Police Department is critical for public
safety” said Eric Blumencranz, Chairman of the NCPD Foundation. “We believe in the
importance of this community program and wanted to make sure that it could be offered to all
students in Nassau County as we see the remarkable effect it has on teaching students about law
enforcement and the impact of their choices.”
